Reading from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Hebrews:

Brethren, since we have a great high priest who has passed into the
heavens, let us hold fast our profession of faith. For we have not a high
priest unable to pity our weaknesses, but one tried as we are in all
things, save sin. Let us then approach the throne of grace with
confidence, so that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time
of need.

For every high priest taken from among men is appointed for men in
