And the multitude of men and women who
believed in the Lord continued to increase), so that they carried the sick into
the streets and laid them n beds and pallets, in order that, as Peter went by,
at least his shadow would fall upon some of them. And crowds also came to
Jerusalem from neighboring towns, and they brought the sick and those
afflicted with unclean spirits- and all of them were healed.

But the High Priest rose up, and all his supporters (that is, the members of
the Sadducean sect), and being filled with hatred, they laid their hands upon
the apostles and threw them into public jail. But during the night, an angel of
the Lord opened the doors of the prison, and led them out, saying: “Go, and
standing in the temple, speak to the people all the words of this life.”

Thomas, called
Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. So the
other disciples said to him, "We have seen the Lord." But he said to them,
"Unless | see the mark of the nails in his hands and put my finger into the



nail marks and put my hand into his side, | will not believe." Now a week later
his disciples were again inside and Thomas was with them. Jesus came,
although the doors were locked, and stood in their midst and said, "Peace
be with you." Then he said to Thomas, "Put your finger here and see my
hands, and bring your hand and put it into my side, and do not be unbelieving,
but believe." Thomas answered and said to him, "My Lord and my God!"
Jesus said to him, "Have you come to believe because you have seen me?
Blessed are those who have not seen and have believed." Now Jesus did
many other signs in the presence of (his) disciples that are not written in this
book. But these are written that you may (come to) believe that Jesus is the
Messiah, the Son of God, and that through this belief you may have life in
his name.
